Moot Problem-1

In November 2012, during a bandh called to mourn a political leader's death, Ananya Sharma, a 20-year-old
journalism student at the prestigious National College of Media Studies, Mumbai, posted the following on

her social media profile:

"Why paralyze the city for someone's death? Honor the leader by continuing his work, not disrupting lives."

The post quickly went viral, garnering both widespread support and vehement backlash. Rohit Kumar, her

fellow student and a member of the university debate team, liked and shared the post on his account.

Following complaints from political supporters who alleged that the post was disrespectful and offensive,
the local police registered an FIR. Both Ananya and Rohit were arrested under Section 66A of the
Information Technology Act, 2000, for allegedly hurting sentiments and causing annoyance through

electronic communication.

The arrests triggered a national outcry. Civil society, journalists, and digital rights advocates criticized the
move as a blatant misuse of law to stifle dissent. Students from their college staged a peaceful protest,

holding placards with slogans like "Free Speech is Not a Crime!"

In 2013, several high-profile incidents involving Section 66A came to light, including the arrest of a young
entrepreneur for creating a political meme and a journalist for sharing satirical content on a public platform.
These cases highlighted concerns that the law was being weaponized to silence dissent, leading to

widespread public discontent.

Observing the escalating misuse, Advocate Sanjana Tripathi, a constitutional lawyer and digital rights
activist, filed a Public Interest Litigation (PIL) in the Supreme Court of India in January 2014. The PIL

challenged the constitutional validity of Section 66A, arguing that it violated:

e Article 14: The right to equality, as the section discriminated against those using the internet as a
medium of expression.

e Article 19(1)(a): The right to free speech and expression.

e Article 21: The right to life and personal liberty, as vague terms in the section allowed arbitrary

arrests.



The Union Government staunchly defended Section 66A, claiming that the provision was essential for
maintaining public order, addressing cyberbullying, curbing hate speech, and preventing the spread of
misinformation. The government contended that the internet, as a medium, had unique challenges that

necessitated such stringent measures.

By late 2014, protests against Section 66A intensified across the nation. Universities, civil rights
organizations, and legal think tanks held seminars and debates questioning the constitutionality of the
provision. Renowned legal experts opined that the vague and overbroad language of the section enabled its

misuse, while digital rights advocates underscored its chilling effect on free speech.

Meanwhile, data released by NGOs revealed that arrests under Section 66A disproportionately targeted
young students, activists, and journalists, sparking further outrage. Social media platforms were flooded

with campaigns like #Repeal66A and #FreeSpeechMatters, amplifying the demand for the section's repeal.



Moot Problem-2

Plaintiff is occupier and Possessioner of suit land by way of inheritance vide mutation entry
n0.1592, on the demised of her husband Jerambhai Ganeshbhai Patel. She is single widowed and has no any
child issue and with the intention of keeping her name alive after her death, she was decided to donate suit
land to the Sikotar Mata temple Trust which is situated at Matafiya- Hajira and her willing expressed to
defendant, who is in charge of the temple, and donated suit land to the temple since last 15 years. Suit land is
located in the temple compound, the Dharamshala and RCC construction of the stage has also been done in
suit land and It had been came to her knowledge that the sale deed of Suit land has been executed by the
defendant, when villagers and the devotees were gathered on the occasion of Dussehra festival on dated 24-

10-2012 and quarreled with each others. So she is filed such suit for cancellation of the sale deed.

The sale- deed is erroneous and defective for the following reasons:

(1) Suit land has been reserved for Hazira's Shipyard and no any land has been transferred, if it is

reserved for shipyard.

2) The entire land was initially in the name of Sikotar Mata and suit land was received by her husband
late Jerambhai Ganeshbhai as a Tenant under Tenancy Act and he was also to keep it for utilisation

of Sikotar Mata Temple, so defendant have not acquired any right in suit land.

3) Also, the plaintiff expressed his wish to the defendant to donate suit land to the temple, the defendant
told that he is working for temple also said that suit land was included in the compound of temple
and construction of Dharamshala and stage were from the contribution of the devotees. By this way

defendant is acquiring trust of her by false statements and executed such deed.

4 Consideration of such sale deed was not paid to plaintiff. Plaintiff has no heir and the land is to be
handed over to Sikotar Mata and as part of the proceedings for the same, the defendant had thumbed
several papers which were be produced and has misled and taken advantage of the ignorance of the

plaintiff.

5) In the Reg. Sale deed mentioning the Will no.5840, dated 22/05/1995 of plaintiff, but the sale and the
Will have no relation to each other and both are different things. In spite this; the Will is placed in
the Sale deed against the Law. Also such will has been cancelled by the defendant himself by the so-

called sale deed.



(6) There was no any question arose for the plaintiff to convert the new tenure land to old tenure.
Despite the above facts, the defendant has already planned to usurp the land in stage wise and has
prepared a sale document which is registered in book no.1 of the office of the sub-registrar of Surat,

vide Sr. n0.1380, Dt.03-02-1999.

There are two groups in the village, one group is support to Sarpanch and the other is oppose. Both
of them throw mud against each other and they do not care about morality, religion, human social relations
at all. One group has suggest any thing, another group is objected it. Suit land was donated to Mataji, but
defendant was take advantage of her trust & ignorance and executed forged deed in his favour and both

group also against to each other about such sale deed.

Moot Problem-3

On 01/08/2024 the informant lodged a report with Malaviya Police Station that at 13:40 hours he was
informed by P.I. Mr. P.J Savaliya that a message had been received from Main Control Room. It was
informed that the Caller had murdered his lover/friend in Room No.156, Pragna Hotel, Dr.Yagnik Road,
Rajkot. After receiving the said message, at 13:50 hours the informant visited the spot of the incident. They
found one person was standing in the said room. One lady was sitting on the floor railing at wall, her hair
was disheveled, neck was pressed at her chest. The person standing in the room disclosed his name as
Chirag Sharma, resident of Ambika Township, Nana Mava Main Road, Rajkot. They tried to wake up the
woman sitting on the floor, but she did not move. Chirag Sharma informed that the name of the said lady
was Smt. Priti verma, residing at 302 Krishna Appartments, Raiya Road, Rajkot and she was his friend.
Further, Chirag Sharma told that from 12:30 p.m. to 01:00 p.m. a quarrel had taken place between them on
account of business and her illicit relations with other men. In the said quarrel Chirag killed Priti by
strangling her neck with her Odhani. Thereafter, Chirag dialed 100 number from his mobile N0.9778452239
and informed the said fact. Spot panchanama was drawn. Smt. Priti Verma sent to Civil hospital, Rajkot for
medical examination. At 14:45 hours Doctor of Civil Hospital declared her dead. Police took Chirag Sharma

in custody. Upon due investigation chargesheet was filed against the accused.

The accused stands prosecuted for offence punishable under section 103 of The Bharatiya Nyaya

Sanhita Act, 2023.

Issues:

1. Whether the prosecution proves that on 01/08/2024 at about 13:00 hours at Room No.156,
Pragna Hotel, Smt. Priti verma died of homicidal death?

2. Whether the prosecution proves that on the aforesaid date, time and place the accused
intentionally or knowingly caused the death of Priti Verma and thereby committed an offence

punishable under section 103 of The Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita Act, 2023?
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
